CURRICULUM
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Another wonderful busy week of learning in Year 3. We have begun reading a classic narrative,

“The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe” as part of our English topic. We explored how the author

uses description and had a go at coming up with our own adjectives and similes to describe a setting.

We will be working towards writing our own narrative later in the term.

Maths has been all about fractions this week with some recapping of how to write a fraction,

denominators (bottom number) and the numerators (top number) and what these mean. 

We also had a wonderful experience on Wednesday as part of our World Book Day celebrations

with a visit from a professional book illustrator. He did a fantastic assembly with the whole school in

the morning where we learned all about him and his work and he showed us how he can use

different levels of realism and imagination in his drawings. Each year group then had a workshop

with him later in the day. Year 3 loved learning more about how he practices his drawing, how it’s

OK to make mistakes and we had a go at drawing our own book covers based on one of the books he

has illustrated. The children’s drawings were amazing. 

We also had our trip to Bough Beech on Thursday and will share some more details about that next

week.

 March’s Musician of the Month 

About: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756 – 1791)
was a prolific and influential composer of the
Classical period. Despite his short life, his rapid
pace of composition resulted in more than 800
works of virtually every genre of his time. Many of
these compositions are acknowledged as pinnacles
of the symphonic, concertante, chamber, operatic,
and choral repertoire. Mozart is widely regarded as
among the greatest composers in the history of
Western music. His Requiem was largely unfinished
by the time of his death at the age of 35, the
circumstances of which are uncertain and much
mythologised. Genres: Classical, Opera, Chamber,
Choral Active from: 1764-1791 Origin: Salzburg,
Austria
